Conditions of Entry and Competition

1. History
This event was initiated by MPDWG Treasurer, Sandy Johnson in 2008. The inaugural Champion
of Champions was held in 2009, at Rosebud Country Club, the winner was Fay Vizard. For the
2011 event the MPDWG Committee has changed the event to include Club B and C Grade
winners.
2. Competition
a. The 2011, Champion of Champions will be played over 18 Holes stroke.
b. The player recording the lowest scratch score will be named the 2011 MPDWG
Champion of Champions.
3. Eligibility
a. Open to the most recent female amateur Champions who hold an official Golf Australia
handicap and who have won the Club Championship of MPDWG affiliated golf clubs and
District Championships between 23 March 2010 and 27 November 2011.
4. Entries
a. The entry fee is $50.00 to be paid by the club.
b. Entries will be accepted and refunded in accordance with MPDWG Refund and Entry
Conditions
c. Inthe case of withdrawal, players are requested to contact the MPDWG Tournament
Secretary.
d. The draw for the Champion of Champions will be available at www.mpdwg.asn.au within

10 days of entries closing.
5. Conditions of Competition

a. 2011 Standard Conditions of Entry for all MPDWG events apply.

b. Players and caddies are required to comply with the dress standards of the host club.

c. Players 70 years of age or over are allowed to use a motorised vehicle.

d. If a player has a permanent disability or is recovering from a serious injury or iliness and
is unable to without the use of a motorised vehicle, the player must carry a current
medical certificate.

Penalty: Refer to the Rules of Golf Appendix 1, Part C-9

e. Ties—There will be a count-back according to the Golf Australia method.

7. Registration
