MPDWG 2010 STANDARD CONDITIONS OF ENTRY APPLY. 
 

Entries into Foursomes Championships accepted up to midnight of closing date. 
 

Handicap is ½ of the players combined handicap to the exact figure. 
   

Order of play: Event to be seeded in handicap order, according to handicaps at time of 
entry. 
 

One substitute player per pair will be accepted after closing date. 
 

Players 70 years of age and over are allowed to use motorised vehicle. 
 

If a player has a permanent disability or is recovering from serious injury or illness and is 
unable to play without the use of a motorised vehicle she must obtain a medical certificate 
(no more than twelve months old) and the approval of the MPDWG Match Committee at 
time of entry. Host clubs may not permit the use of carts due to local conditions.  It is the 
player’s responsibility to organise golf cart hire/usage at the relevant club.  
 

Draw will be available at www.mpdwg.asn.au  within 10 days of entries closing.   
 

In the event of a tie in the Championship and Handicap event there will be a countback. 
 

Players are not permitted to win both scratch and handicap trophies.  
Scratch trophies take precedence over handicap trophies.
